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Since we became a Language College in
September 2006 we have used the additional
funding to impact the curriculum and beyond.
We are constantly looking to promote lan-
guage learning in an ever increasing globalised
world. This booklet outlines some of our
achievements to date.

Modern Foreign Languages at The Earls

All KS3 students study either French, German or Spanish
depending on which tutor group they are placed in.
Students not only follow the language curriculum but also
engage in events that allow them to experience the
culture of the target country.

Students are assessed regularly and their progress is
monitored closely. A large number of them achieve well
above the national average at the end of KS3. Latin
classes (leading to GCSE) are also offered to year 9
students who attend the Latin Summer School.

At KS4 languages are a very popular option
and all students have the opportunity to
continue with language learning. The MFL
Faculty is very proud to have achieved
excellent GCSE results year on year provid-
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
