· General notices and reminders – these will specific to your son or daughter so that you will not receive any irrelevant texts.

The texting system will be provided by a company called ‘Teachers2Parents’ and they have all of the necessary data protection certificates to ensure all student data is kept securely. Please note that at this stage it will not be possible to send a reply to these texts.

We are interested to know your views of this new scheme and will be asking you to fill in an evaluation sheet at Year 9 Parent’s Evening on 26th February.

If the trial is to be successful it is necessary for us to have your mobile phone details. If you have not given your mobile number in the past or have recently changed your mobile number, I would be grateful if you could update on the slip below.
