	Topic or component:

	· The human nervous system – Homeostasis, structure and function of the nervous system, reflex actions
Triple science only – The brain, the eye and common problems of the eye
· Hormonal coordination – Hormonal control, control of blood glucose levels, treating diabetes, the role of negative feedback (H), human reproduction, hormones and the menstrual cycle (H), artificial control of fertility, infertility treatments (H)
Triple science only – Plant hormones and responses, uses of plant hormones
· Triple science only - Homeostasis – controlling body temperature, removing waste products, kidney, dialysis and kidney transplants
· Reproduction – Types of reproduction, cell division in reproduction, DNA and the genome, genetics and inheritance, inherited disorders and screening of inherited disorders
Triple science only - advantages and disadvantages of both reproduction types, protein synthesis and DNA structure, gene expression and mutation
· Variation and evolution – Variation, evolution by natural selection, selective breeding, genetic engineering and the ethics involved

· Genetics and evolution –  Evidence of evolution, fossils and extinction, antibiotic resistance bacteria, classification systems
Triple science only - History of genetics, theory of evolution, accepting Darwin’s ideas, speciation,
· Adaptation, interdependence and competition – Importance of communities, organisms and their environment, distribution and abundance, competition, adaptation in plants and animals
· Organisms in their ecosystem – Materials cycling, carbon cycle
Triple science only – Feeding relationships, rate of decomposition
· Biodiversity and ecosystems – Human population explosion, land, water and air pollution, deforestation, peat destruction, global warming, maintaining biodiversity
