	THEMES:
Relationships/Families: Contraception and sex before marriage, marriage and religious teachings on this. Divorce. The roles of men and women in the family and types of families. Religious responses.
Crime and Punishment: Causes and types of crime, causes and types of punishment, capital punishment (death penalty) and corporal punishment. Religious responses. Importance of forgiveness.
Peace and Conflict:  War and the just war theory, types of weapons, terrorism. Religious responses.
Human Rights and social Justice: Types of discrimination and religious responses; including positive discrimination. Social justice and the role of women in religion. Responsibilities to charity and donation.
